SOME CHAMP TRADES SO FAR

The Chicago Champions got Victor Martinez & Todd Walker from the Molly Putts Marauders for Mike Lowell & Benji Molina.  Through forty games Martinez is hitting just .192 with six doubles & two homers for the Tribe and Walker was sent packing to the State Street Sluggers.  It hasn't been much better for Molly Putts as Lowell is batting .211 with 15 doubles and two homers.  It seems as though throw-in Molina might turn out to be the best part of the trade as he's hitting .292 with three doubles & three homers thus far for the Halos.

Another big Champion trade was made with the Rising Bamm Beanos.  Workhorse lefty Mark Buehrle & trade bait Jose Cruz, Jr were traded for Zack Greinke & Brian Giles.  Buehrle for the Palehose is 7-1 with a 3.05 ERA and has tossed 76" innings.  And D*Backs Cruz, Jr has slumped to .258 with four doubles and five homers.  While KC's Greinke is 0-6 with a 4.13 ERA and has thrown 20 less innings than Buehrle.  And Giles has been hot for San Diego with a .288 avg, 16 2B's, 3 3B's, 7 HR's, & 31 walks.

While the biggest trade looks to be good for both the Champs and the Northside Hitmen.  ARod was traded to the Champions in exchange for Superstar in the Making Miguel Cabrera.  ARod is ripping it up for the Bronx Bombers batting .324 with 17 HR's.  While Cabrera is hitting .360 with 12 doubles and nine homers.  The Champs needed a thirdbaseman and with Barry Bonds injured Cabrera looks ready to step into the Hitmen garden.

Then there’s the deal where Mike Cameron was shipped to the Twin City Thunderchickens in exchange for Austin Kearns.  Cameron is batting .378 with nine doubles & five homers for the Metropolitans.  While Kearns .248 with ten doubles & five homers.  Kearns has 16 walks & 41 strikeouts in 20 games and Cameron has 14 walks & 16 strikeouts in 42 games.

Then the T*Chix took advantage of the Champions again trading just drafted lefty starter Noah Lowry for southpaw reliever Damaso Marte.  Thus far Lowry is 2-5 with a 5.75 ERA and Marte is porting a nifty 1.89 ERA pitching out of the Chisox bullpen.

The Champions shipped secondsacker Ronnie Belliard to the Highlanders in exchange for closer Jesus Colome.  Belliard is hitting .283 with seven homers & five doubles for the Tribe.  While Colome in limited action for the D*Rays has a 5.73 ERA.

It looks like the Bamm Beanos decided to do all their starting pitching shopping at the same store, picking up Champ hurlers Buehrle, Washburn, & Bell this year and Ramon Ortiz a few years back.

Funny thing about the Champions getting Morneau as the firstbaseman of this future is that they had Tony

Clark.  Clark is off to a good start for the D*Backs, hitting .315 with six doubles and five homers in just 73 at bats.  Tony was dropped out of the IAL.

Things didn't let up, as the Bombers were on deck.  Another team with playoff aspirations, and a much improved bullpen.  That's the theory.  In reality, we took three games in the late innings, games two, five, and six.  Reggie Sanders had two pinch hit homers, as we pummelled the Bombers for a 5-1 series win.
