Finally, we have one goodbye.  Juan Gonzalez is saying adios to baseball.  While he’s had some lean years recently, let’s not forget that he was one of premiere sluggers in the ‘90s.  Juan ended up with 397 homeruns which is good enough to put him in the top fifteen career list.

The Chicago Champions ended the season on a winning note versus the Northside Hitmen.  If not for a very bad All Star weekend this team could have made the playoffs.  Realitically speaking there is no way this team should have even come close to a playoff berth.  And in the end a 77-85 record was good enough for 6th place.  The trade of workhorse Mark Buehrle sealed the Champs fate to another rebuilding season.  I just looked over the history of the IAL and realized the Chicago Champions haven't won the Championship since 1996.  Ten years is way too long for this once proud franchise.  The Champion management has made a decision to go for it in the 2006-07 season.  The team's slogan will be, "Whatever it takes!"


But the Champions will do so without future Hall of Famer Jeff Bagwell who has announced his retirement.  Pipes hit a home run in his final IAL at bat, to give him an even 30 on the season, and 431 for his career.  Pipes will be missed.  Bagwell has been manning firstbase for 11 years.  His best year came in his first year as the Champs regular first sacker 1995 when he batted .380, with 52 homers, 58 doubles, 97 walks, 20 steals, 116 RBIs, and 157 runs scored.  Bags also hit 53 home runs in 1998.  Eight times he topped the century mark in runs scored, five times he drove in over 100 runs, and four times he drew over 100 bases on balls.


The team also decided not to pickup the option on backup catcher Ben Davis.  This will be a very quiet year as far as Champion trades are concerned.  But there has been one deal made already, nothing to rival the ARod for Cabrera deal, but the Champs traded Austin Kearns & Eric Hinske to the Hitmen for Sandy Alomar & Sean Burroughs.  There might be one or two minor trades before Opening Day, but the Champions are going to build through the draft pretty much from now on.

Although the season was disappointing there were a few high points.  Carlos Lee smacked 33 long balls, to tie Lance Berkman for team lead, and drove in 122.  Berkman had 107 walks, a team high .272 average, and an on base percentage of .398.  JRol had 44 doubles and five triples.  Nine players hit 15 or more home runs, four batters had more than thirty.  The Champs sent 227 balls over the wall and scored 804 times.

Pitching was where the team fell off.  Greg Maddux upped his overall mark to 290-196, but was a disappointing 10-19 this year with a 5.00 ERA.  Jesus "Saves" Colome, Terry Adams, and Matt "Homeboy" Herges all broke down as the team's closers, still the bullpen by committee managed 35 saves.  The team is hopeful Colome will be able to pitch next year, but both Adams & Herges have announced their retirement.  Brett Myers was the Champs workhorse, working 338' innings, striking out 239, and tied for the team lead in wins with Jeremy Bonderman at 12.

JANUARY PLAY: Molly Putts Marauders won 5 of 9 to finish in third place for 2005. Molly Putts finished with a record of 87-75. In 2001, the Marauders finished 92-70, also finishing third. 2005 is the second best record in our 9 year history, and the third playoff appearance for the franchise.

  We play Mike Bunch in the first round of the playoffs, while Rob faces John. Who would have believed it?  

 ICHIRO went 11-for-33 to finish the season with 251 hits (real-life – 262), 704 at bats (real-life - 704) and 208 singles (real-life - 225) Each of those figures is an ILLOWA LEAGUE record. He also batted .357 (real life - .372) scored 133 runs (real-life – 101) and stole 33 bases (real-life – 36). He was the Marauders MVP. The pitching was led by 15-game winners Brad Radke (15-10) and Ben Sheets (15-12). Billy Wagner had 36 saves and an ERA of 2.30. Hideki Matsui unexpectedly out-paced Vladimir in home runs (35-32) and RBI (119-105).

Non-Illowa Subjects:  Anaheim’s biggest off-season move at this point is going to court to keep the name “Los Angeles Angels of Anaheim.” Bengie Molina, Paul Byrd & Jerrod Washburn are the free agents who signed elsewhere. Jeff Mathis, a catcher, is the best prospect, with the advantage of have a great “Manager of Catchers” in Mike Scioscia. Mathis will get first shot at replacing Molina. Increased power will hopefully come from Dallas McPherson, Kendrick Morales, and Casey Kotchman. All three of these prospects are Blue Ribbon products of the best farm system in baseball. The only trade to date sent Steve Finley to the Giants for Edgardo Alfonzo. I’m not sure what the Halo’s are going to do with HIM, but I trust Bill Stoneman and Mike Scioscia to sort it out.  

THE DRAFT: Molly Putts drafts eighth (barring any penalty point surprises) and has three picks (Scott Spiezio, Rocco Baldelli and Darren Oliver). Spiezio was acquired from Tom Reisdorph after the 2000 season with John Olerud for Ken Caminiti and Wally Joyner. A year later, we traded him to Tedd with Brady Anderson and Delino deShields for Jay Bell, Masato Yoshii and Ed Taubensee. The next winter, he was reacquired for Carlos Lee. Spiezio’s best Marauder campaign was 2004, when he hit 30 home runs and drove in 97 runs. Baldelli was drafted two years ago, early in the Second Round. That was the year Molly Putts had eight picks. He was a semi-regular his first year and a backup in 2005.

  Darren gets his own paragraph. In nine years, Darren was, in order: C-plain, C-plain, D-plain, D-plain, D-plain, D-Y, D-plain, C-plain, and D-plain. His league record was 63-105. Some years were better than others – well, a little better. He made the Illowa League All-Star team in 2004, when he posted his best record (10-10) and his lowest ERA (4.79). Like Moe Drabowsky beating only the Pirates (in his Cub days) and Don Sutton seldom beating the Cubs (despite the Dodgers being better), Darren Oliver seemed to save his “A-Game” for Chuck. Particularly Pedro. I’ve written about this once or twice, so I will resist the temptation to elaborate. Suffice to say that I will miss Darren. I wonder if Darren will miss being told, “OK, Darren, you’re finishing this one.” He took more than one for the team. Darren Oliver is a good man. One last question: Has anybody else in the league had a pitcher be a “D” five years in a row? If so, did you still LIKE THE GUY? 

  Back to the Draft: I think the first two picks will be Joe Mauer and Robinson Cano, by the Ventresca’s. Todd taking Mauer and Nick taking Cano. After that, all H**L may break loose. I have no idea who else will be gone when I pick. I guess that’s what makes it fun.

  Molly Putts needs a backup at 3B and 2B. This may or may not be the same guy.
