MAJOR LEAGUE COMMENTS

TomN has a comparison (on the Baseball Zealot) of Paul Maholm and Zach Duke. If I had known who Paul Maholm was in March <grin> , I would have agreed with Tom’s convention comment that he was about as good as Zach Duke. And I would have been correct about the wisdom of drafting either of them. I don’t write that to brag. Rather, it got me thinking about what it takes for a rookie to end up “GOOD.“ Think about this:

When Robinson Cano arrives on the Yankees, he gets lots of help. If he wants to know how to be a big league winner, or even just how to go about being a Major Leaguer, he has examples right in front of him. Bernie Williams, Derek Jeter, Jorge Posada, Randy Johnson, Mariano, Mike Mussina, Hideki Matsui, Johnny Damon. These guys have been winners all their lives. Even if he’s too shy to ask - or they refuse to help him - if he just shuts his mouth and watches how they go about preparing for a game, how they conduct themselves and ways to go about making themselves better. Just don’t watch “The Sleeping Cub.“ Mark Belanger once said: When I got to the Orioles, I was the heir apparent to Luis Aparicio. But he wanted nothing to do with me. He kept saying, “Get away from me, kid.“ I did just the opposite. I followed him constantly and watched every move he made.

When Zach Duke gets to the Pirates, on the other hand, he is on his own. Everybody there is either “young like him,” or has played on a bunch of losing teams. To be successful, he has to figure things out for himself. And that causes a guy to struggle.

You tell me how a guy is going to win 511 games today - like Cy Young did. And did you ever see the gloves they used? They were about the size of a guy’s hand. They had no padding at all. How many diving catches do you think they made? I’m not saying Cobb was not a good player. I’m just saying he looks a lot better if you don’t think about it too hard. Or examine it too closely.
