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WHETTING MY APBA-TITE

I turned 50 on April 14th and decided to revisit some of my favorite Illowa APBA League memories (that I remember).  In no particular order...

1) After answering an ad in the APBA Journal Don Smith drove all the way from Iowa to play me a couple of exhibition APBA games.  We drafted our teams from the Texas Rangers and Pittsburgh Pirates.  Don hammered me something like 11-0 in the first game, but I came back to take the night cap in a one run affair.

2) Lost my first league game against Dale Smith when Cesar Cedeno was retired on an error number, later we learned we weren't supposed to be using the Error Card.  Cedeno would have been safe using the error printed on his card.

3) Cesar Geronimo hitting only two home runs in over 400 (464) at bats in 1977.  Those two homers came in consecutive at bats against the Cardinals.

4) Dale Smith's BIG DICE he used when rolling for Graig Nettles.  They were APBA Game Company dice that once posed as fence posts.

5) Craig Smith was rolling extra hot, rolling lefty for lefties, righty for righties, when switch hitting Ted Simmons stepped to the plate for Team Number Five.  Craig asked Reisdorph whether his pitcher was a righty or a lefty, when he received no answer, Craig rolled a homer with both hands on the shaker.

6) When Reisdorph walked my #8 hitter to get to my pitcher in the bottom of the first, having pinch hitter Don Baylor launch a grand slam.  I don't think we'd lost a game in the series at that point.

7) In a Northeastern Illinois University History Class explaining to future Hitmen Manager Chuck Lucas an IAL trade that sent Al Oliver and some bum reliever were traded to the Cardinals in exchange for over the hillers Lou Brock & Clay Carroll, who were now Bombers.  Chuck didn't understand it then, I don't understand it now.

8) Calling Hit & Run on something like six straight hitters in a blowout against Grade D pitcher Miguel Cuellar and the Davenport Fire.

9) Doing well enough in the first half of my first season to hang onto fourth place (the last playoff position) and win my first Championship.

10) Having the honor of managing Mike Schmidt, Jim Rice, Gary Carter, Joe Carter, Cal Ripken, Jeff Bagwell, Dennis Leonard, Dave Stieb, Orel Hershiser, and Greg Maddux.  These guys have made me look like a pretty good APBA manager.
A LONG ROAD TO 300


This is a tale of two pitchers both on a quest.  A quest for 300 wins that has never been achieved in the history of the IAL.  Now it seems as though two of the greatest pitchers in the history of this league will accomplish this feat this year.  Right now they both stand on the brink of the 300 win plateau, at 297 wins apiece.  These two great pitchers are the Chicago Champions very own Greg Maddux and Chicago Highlander Roger Clemens.  Incredibly Maddux has started every game he's appeared in and all as a member of the Champions.  While the Rocket has been traded three times throughout his brilliant career.  Clemens started off with the Cardinals in 1985, but was dealt to the Mercenaries after his rookie season.  Then Roger was sent to the Highlanders from the Gamblers in exchange for Chuck Smith.


In 42 starts as a rookie with the Champs, Maddux was 4-15 with a 6.83 ERA that was way back in 1988.  But he more than made up for his initial failings, learning from his early mistakes, and becoming one of the most dominant starters in league history.  Greg accomplished all this without a dominant pitch and standing only six foot even, on his tip toes.  Maddux won twenty or more games in each season from 1992 through 1996.  He posted a career best 1.96 ERA in 1993 (8 shutouts) and won a career best 23 in 1995 (18 complete games, 6 shutouts).  He threw seven shutouts in 1994.  In 1996 he was 22-5 with a 2.33 ERA.  Maddux is known as a control pitcher as illustrated by 13 walks in 245 innings pitched in 1997.  Greg Maddux won Championship rings in 1990, 1993, 1995, & 1996.  He was the league Cy Young Award winner in 1994, 1995, 1996 & 2001 (Cy Young voting is missing for years 1986-93, but Greg might've won in 1993, he won 20, 1.96 ERA).  Coming into this year, Mad Dog has the 2nd lowest career ERA of 3.48 (trailing only Bert Blyleven 3.44).  He also was 2nd among career strikeouts 3390, 4261 innings worked, trailing Clemens 4104 K's, 4475 innings pitched.  Durability is another thing both pitchers have in common, 174 complete games in 615 starts for Maddux, while Rocket completed 172 of 635 starts (they ranked one/two coming into the year).  They also were one two in career losses Rocket at 222 and Maddux at 196.  Greg ranks first with 56 career shutouts.
Roger Clemens has always been known as a hard thrower.  Even today, at over 40, his heater ranks up there with the best of them.  Roger won 20 games in 1989, 1992, & 1999.  In 1992 he also probably won the Cy Young Award with his lowest single season ERA of 2.29 and a 2.36 mark in 1993.  He won Championship rings in 1986, 1988, & 1998.  The last two seasons the Highlanders lost heartbreaking game sevens to deprive the Rocket of adding to his ring collection.  Under Rob Taylor, Clemens in 1987 through 1989 completed 19, 20, & 18 games.  Roger struckout 304 batters for the Gamblers in 1998.  The Highlanders will meet up with the Champions in June, although neither pitcher will start more than twice in the nine game series.  So it will be sometime this summer before the 300 win mark is reached.  Like a fine wine, Rocket seems to be getting better with age.  He already has 12 wins this year.  While Greg Maddux has a 7-6 record for the Champs.

A WEEKEND TO REMEMBER?


This was a weekend I couldn't make, but it's incredible the lengths one will go to when his team is good (or at least thought to be good).  My parents were going to the Dells for a surprise 75th birthday party for one of their good friends and my brother Todd was bringing his wife Lisa to Chicago to surprise her with Tim & Faith tickets for her 40th.  It was a weekend of surprises as I was about to find out.  No, there was no PIG SURPRISE 50th in store for me, as there was on an APBA weekend 11 years ago at Oinkers for my 39th.  It was all about APBA, serious APBA!


I got to the hotel about noonish to find out my name was not one of those Nick had set up with the hotel.  Why would it have been as I wasn't supposed to have been there?  Good thing I had my stool with as I comfortably waited in the lobby for John & Tom to arrive.  The plan was for me to play John before Don got there about four.  This wasn't a plan that was written in stone, as I don't even think John knew about the plan.  And now they were stuck in traffic, so the best laid plans...  Anyway, got ahold of Nick at work and he vouched for me, getting me into a room.  I made an executive decision that turned out to be good for everyone, although at the time I was only thinking of myself.  It seems the more I go through my life I realize making decisions for oneself is the way to go.  Don't mean to generalize, but it seems as though broads are always tuned in to what everybody wants to do, and generally it just kinda screws everything up.  Decided to get a bigger room for $70 for the two nights, we all played in that room Friday, so it seemed like a good move.


When Tom & John arrived at the hotel, John was starving, so they went off to grab a bite to eat, which was fine because I was content watching Maddux mow down the Brewers on TV.  Maddux didn't do as well for me against the Bamm Beanos as he went down 7-1 to ex-Champ Noah Lowry in game #1 of the weekend.  We kept our one run scored per game pace going in game #2, only this time Mark Buehrle was on the winning end 1-0.  Not really sure where we broke our series off and I played Don, but I think I did at some point.  But for the sake of continuity I'll stick with the Brandeberry (always thought it was Brandonberry) games.  Big Possums walk late as the Champs scored five runs in the last three frames to blow open a 2-1 game to a 7-1 laugher. No laughing in game #4 as Champs scored seven again, but this time lost by a Las Vegas score of 7-11.  The two teams exchanged 6-0 beatings in the final two contests, the first administered by the maestro Greg Maddux and the followup thrown by Whisper Noah Lowry.  So nothing was accomplished in this series as we traded wins.  Where is Dan Bunch when you need him?  


Next up the Molly Putts Marauders...  Mark Prior was on the hill against A.J. Burnett.  Good thing these pitchers were made of cardboard rather than flesh and bone, as neither of us would have a starter off the disabled list.  In this game of dice, Prior held the Champs in check in the opening contest 4-1.  Josh Beckett held the Marauders scoreless till the 8th and the Champs held on to win the 2nd game 4-2.  Automatic Rad Brad Radke got the win to put MP up in the series with a 5-1 in game #3.  Greybeard Greg Maddux evened up the series at two with a 7-2 victory.  Last year's workhorse Brett Myers put the Champs up with a 6-4 win.  But then the Champs went out with a wimper losing the finale 3-0 to Contreras for another sister kissing affair.

That was it for the night.  Two series in twelve hours, not a bad rate.  But I'd have to step things up a bit if I was going to get my games played by June.  Actually I was shooting for 6:00 PM Saturday, but it seemed like June was a more realistic goal.  Marc arrived early Saturday morning, as he had a softball doubleheader Friday, we started rolling as soon as he walked in the room.  Brandeberry & the Boys were off once again to get some grub.  I asked JB if he could pick me up something, the eggs, potatoes, & cheese were a lifesaver, as I get so crabby when I don't eat.  Almost perfect Brett Myers won game #1 4-0 and it looked like we might finally have something going as Marc was rolling worse than anything coming from Papa Bunch's Butt.  Butt fortunes soon changed as AJ pounded a late three run shot to pace Pettitte to a 6-2 win in game #2.  There were three more straight losses to one of the worse teams in the league, 5-4, 7-5, & 12-3.  Stinky dice, my ass!  Thank God Barry Zito was on the bump for the last game of the series, which was another Myers winner.

We sat around while the NFL Draft loomed large & SLOWLY on TV.  The Bears even traded their #1 pick!  There was a bright spot as the offensive tackle that was gonna protect Bret Favre's ass was taken before the Cheeseheads had a shot to take him.  I couldn't wait to get back to APBA, especially seeing the concert was looming over the Horizon (no pun intended).  Little did the Champs know another four game losing streak awaited them at the hands of the T*Chix. With the air conditioner blasting we did some blasting of our own, winning 10-2, 9-4, 9-3, 4-3, & 6-0, to take a 5-1 series win.  Eighteen BIG ENCILADAS in six games is just a little under what my dice are supposed to produce.  It's amazing what a good manager you become when the dice just cooperate.  This series restored my faith in humanity, gave me a reason for living, for playing APBA, and told me there REALLY is a God!  And he is a good God!  And even if nobody else does, he likes me!  It brought our weekend to a salvageable close at 14-16, seven up on .500 for the year.


Then it was time to bust my butt and get on over to the Allstate Arena.  Don't like to win and run, but it's a whole lot better than losing and running. Scott's wife Cheryl is so hooked up, she was the one who scored us tickets, and she is my lifetime date (at least when Country music is on the menu as Scott hates Country).  After three LARGE WEISS BIERS Teddy Ballgame was feeling no pain.  And was talking in the third person, if anybody could understand his drunken ramblings.  Thank God, yes Him again, for the morning eggs, although I did snarf up some garlicky appetizer.  Todd ran into the hotel to grab my stool & APBA stuff.  Low and behold there was Nick, Don, & Todd still standing, or at least leaning.  PLAYING SCHUM APBA, YA GOTTA LOVE IT!!!

Well you might not have to wonder to see the answer to that question, as the Champs play the Highlanders in June.  June should be a happening month as the Champs will be heading to the Burgh to play some APBA against the Gamblers.  Also gonna see the White Sox play the Buccos.  And who knows?  Might even find time for a little HOT COCO!!!  YEEHAW!!!  LIFE IS GOOD!!!

Bottom of the fifth

Barrett flies to center, Reyes grounds to short, and Grudzielanek flies out to right.

Top of the sixth

Wells grounds to second, Shelton whiffs, and Tejada flies to right.

Bottom of the sixth

Hill strikes out, Contreras taps to first, and Ichiro flies out to left.

Top of the seventh

Pudge walks to lead off the seventh, and Beltre walks.  Clemens and Damon strike out and Marcus Giles taps out to the pitcher.

Bottom of the seventh

Erstad whiffs, Matsui grounds to Beltre, and Vlad flies to right.

Top of the eighth

Comments, 1/3 thru the Major league season: 1) Olerud is retired, Nix is in the minors and Klesko has been hurt all year. It appears that each may be a pcik. Klesko probably has the best chance to get a card. 2) Remember when David Justice retired from baseball two days after I traded for him? Mark Prior apparently doesn’t want to play for me, either. Meanwhile, Troy Glaus has been slugging it up for the Blue Jays. Toronto looks like a REAL good fit for Troy. Believe it or not, I DO wish him the best. 3) Considering that I had to do the Cordero trade for limits, Mark G is making that deal look “not too bad.” Two guys have already inquired about him for next year.

- The draft was Felix (“Oh, all right. I guess it’s Felix.“), Weeks (after some maneuvering) and Aaron Hill.
