A Mediocre January But…

WE MADE THE PLAYOFFS!!!
Our January could have been better as we defeated the Bombers 6-3 but got crushed by the cross-town rival Bamm Beanos 2-7.  The good news is that we are going to the playoffs and we couldn’t be happier.  These guys really deserve it as they really played they’re hearts out this season.  We started out hot this season with a 26-13 start and held on tight the rest of the way.  

We had seven hitters with 20 plus homeruns and six pitchers with 10 or more wins (Rueter came close with 9).  Ironically, we only had one player with 100+ rbis and two with 100+ runs.  We did it with pitching with a team ERA of 4.22.  Let’s take a look at our team’s performance by position:
Catcher:  Jason Varitek was a definite force this year normally batting 5th in the order protecting Pujols.  Despite hitting        .229, Varitek hit 30 HR with 82 rbis.  Backup Einar Diaz did an adequate job hitting .271.
Firstbase:  Travis Lee did more than was expected in his last year.  Lee managed 21 homers and 73 ribbies in limited play and had at least 3 multi homer games.  Albert Pujols backed Lee up at first but more on him later.
Secondbase:  Orlando Hudson showed me how nice it was to have a good glove at second base for the whole year.  Besides that, he wasn’t too bad with the stick hitting 14 triples with 61 runs.
Shortstop:  A lot of people give me heck for Jose Valentin at shortstop but man, this guy always over-produces for me.  Look past his .207 batting average and you see he hit 30 homeruns and they always seem to be in the clutch.  Jose Vizcaino was useful from the bench as he covered both short and second.  Unfortunately, he hit .196 while doing it.  Alex Gonzalez hit even lower than that (.169).
Thirdbase:  Corey Koskie is probably the most under-rated T-chick on our team.  He hit .300 for most of the year until it dipped to .279.  But more importantly, his role of getting on base for the big boys was how he earned his salary.  Despite not being a speed demon, his .384 OBP justified his place at the top of the order.  Aging veteran Todd Zeile managed to hit 9 dingers in very limited play.
Outfield:  No question about it.  My vote for MVP for the IAL this year goes to Albert Pujols.  Plain and Simple.  He led the league in batting (.349), rbis (145) and probably a couple other categories.  He led our team in EVERY statistical category we keep except steals, triples and walks.  Oh yeah, strikeouts too.  He only had 44 Ks for the year.  He simply drove this team.  Without him, we would not be where we were.  

Carlos Beltran (.261, 27, 63) and Luis Gonzalez (.272, 25, 86) had very similar stats with Gonzo’s rbi total elevated a bit by virtue of the fact that he batted third.  Both were good on-base guys with power.  Gonzo was the only other player beside HIM to score 100 runs.
The other Gonzalez, Juan Gone was very potent for half the year.  He hit 21 homeruns with 56 rbis.  Austin Kearns (.235, 6, 12) and Jody Gerut (.232, 6, 15) were used primarily as pinch hitters.

Pitching:  Kevin Brown (14-9, 3.03, 198 K) had a solid year.  John Lackey (10-12, 4.33, 144) and Hideo Nomo (10-12, 4.35, 154) had almost identical seasons.  So did Freddie Garcia (11-13, 5.45, 140) except for his bloated ERA.  In limited starts, Kirk Rueter (9-7, 4.11, 86) did very well.
Byung-Hyun Kim (12-6, 4.35, 64) split time from the rotation and the pen and it suited him fine.  Joe Borowski (6-2, 2.93, 29 saves) was fantastic as our save guy.  But I think the best guy out of the pen was our setup man ‘Stoner’ Ricky Stone.  Ricky was 10-4 with a 2.45 ERA.  Rookie Jose Valverde had a winning record at 6-5 but his 5.14 ERA was a bit high for our liking.  Long man Carlos Silva (3-1, 4.81, 41) did an adequate job.
Thundchicken Chirps and Scratches:  In 521 at-bats, Carlos Beltran had only 2 doubles… Mop-up pitcher Tom Glavine recorded no decisions in 38 games and 95 IP…  Did we mention Albert Pujols reached 200 hits gathering 206 for the season?... The T-chix hit 255 homeruns for the year… 

Highlanders Finish 85-77, Make Playoffs By The Skin of Their Teeth
Recap

The final series of the Highlanders season was actually played in November, making for a strange end of the year.  After playing well at the All-Star break (18-12), we folded up over the last 27 games, going 11-16.  Luckily, the other playoff hopefuls didn't fare much better, and it looks like we held off the Bombers by three games for the final playoff spot.  We've missed the playoffs with 86 wins before, so we got lucky.
We'll leave the details of the 4-5 series with the Champions to Tedd, and instead discuss what went right and wrong for the Highlanders, who now have to take on the Hitmen.  We feel like we can limit the Hitmen offense, but aren't so sure we can hit them.  All of our games have been wild three game stretches one way or the other. 
On offense this year, the Highlanders had a decent year.  Miguel Tejada had one of his best years, hitting .276 with 56 doubles, 29 homers, 109 runs, and 95 RBI.  Vernon Wells established himself as a star on the rise, with a .288 average, 32 homers, 113 runs, and 129 RBI.  Ivan Rodriguez hit .279 with 48 doubles, and Gary Sheffield scored 107 runs despite an otherwise dissapointing year.  Reggie Sanders contributed 27 homers and 74 runs scored hitting leadoff much of the time.  Rafael Palmeiro had a significantly off year, hitting only.223 with a .287 OBA.  He still managed 30 HR and 90 RBI, but he has agreed to move to the bench in favor of Erubiel Durazo next season.  Marcus Giles did not follow through on his promise, hitting .237, and Edgardo Alfonzo looks ready to move to the bench after only managing to hit .219 and drive in 48 runs.  Adrian Beltre will be the starter on opening day next year.
The pitching staff was another matter.  Leading the charge was Tim Hudson, who went 20-12, after starting 3-8.  Esteban Loaiza went 12-15, with a 4.57 ERA in his final Highlander season.  Bartolo Colon proved an effective innings eater, completing 9 games and going 14-15.  Roger Clemens finished 11-10 in an uneven season, posting a 5.90 ERA.  Roy Oswalt had an injury plagued season but still went 12-4 with a 4.47 ERA, hopefully showing he can be an ace in the making with better health.
We gambled on bullpen strength this year, and it turned out well.  Going into the final series with Nick, we had 4 relievers with ERA's under 3.00, and though Ray King got slammed in that series, Shigetoshi Hasegawa (6-4, 22 saves, 2.96 ERA), Rafael Soriano (4-7, 4 saves, 2.89 ERA), and Ugueth Urbina (3-2, 6 saves, 2.92 ERA) all performed in exemplary fashion all season long.  Our playoff hopes will rest on their shoulders more than anyone elses.
Where do we stand for 2005?  We've made some deals, trading away fan favorite Esteban Loaiza and bringing in a new 5th starter in John Garland.  We brought Ronnie Belliard in to back up Marcus Giles.  John Burkett will retire at the end of the year, and Jeffrey Hammonds, Rafael Soriano, and Mark Ellis won't be returning, either.
Adrian Beltre will move into the starting 3b job that has mostly eluded him for the first six seasons of his career.  Erubiel Durazo will be asked to step into Rafael Palmeiro's substantial shoes at first, and Johnny Damon will given every chance to win the third OF job back from Reggie Sanders, who management feels is most effective off the bench.
The starting rotation stays mostly the same, with the #1-4 starters returning (Hudson, Oswalt, Colon, Clemens).  The bullpen will require some making over.  Urbina and Hasegawa will move to the early innings, and the team hopes to draft or trade for some live arms to finish off games.  Rebuilding the bullpen seems to be a way of life for the Highlanders, but its better than having to rebuild the rotation or the starters on offense.

JANUARY PLAY: M P Rocket-Fire played the Moline UpperDeckers to finish off the 2004 Illowa League Season. 


The Rocket-Fire won the series, 5-4, scoring 51 runs to Marcus’ 50. The series was as competitive as those numbers indicate, with two extra-inning games (Marc won both), four 1-run games and three 2-run games. Next Year: Our only trade so far (and perhaps for good) is to swap catcher Victor Martinez and infielder Todd Walker to Windy City for catcher Benji Molina and third baseman Mike Lowell. If we actually DO finish sixth, our two picks will be #5 and #13.
