I remember a Friday night game in 1977 against Kansas City, at which the game was delayed by two drunks fighting in the lower box seats down the right field line. The fight spilled out on the field in front of White Sox RF Richie Zisk.
The cops in those yellow or orange windbreakers -- I get the colors confused between the old Chicago Stadium and Old Sox Park -- were always breaking up fights. 

The Blackhawk Sunday night crowd after an afternoon Bears game was the Dawn of the Dead.
The drunks INSIDE Wrigley Field now are more tame than the maniacs of my misspent youth. 


STORY TWO:

I can remember an NBC night broadcast from old Comiskey (versus the Royals - knuckleballer Fisher started for the Sox). Announcers were Gowdy and Kubek.

In the late innings, about the seventh, we could hear some kind of steady, rumbling roar. This continued for about an inning. Finally, after a commercial break, Gowdy informed all those watching the broadcast that the continual roar coming through on their audio was a tremendous fight going on several rows above the White Sox dugout.

The cameras never showed the fight, of course, but you could see (from some shots of the action on the field) several White Sox players standing on the top steps of the dugout looking up towards the seats. Must have been a real knock-down, drag-out. 

STORY THREE:

My first trip to the old Comiskey in 1967 (for a Sunday double-dip) was witness to three fist- fights. The first one going on outside a restroom between games.
