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Highlanders Take 6 of 9 from Gamblers, Continue Strong Play

Recap

The Gamblers are having an off year, but that doesn't seem to make them any less of a challenge to the Highlanders.  We struggled to win four in our first meeting, and we can't afford to have an off-series at this stage of the series.  Luckily our bullpen is well rested, and the hitting seems to be working.

Game one saw Tim Hudson continue his strong pitching, winning his 16th game in a close 3-2 game, closed out by Shigetoshi Hasegawa and Rafael Soriano.  Game two was similarly low-scoring, a 4-3 win for Esteban Loaiza, closed out by Hasegawa.  No one seemd to be wanting to score thus far, and in game three the Gamblers got the best of Bartolo Colon, who lost 3-1 after back-to-back homers by Magglio Ordonez and former Highlander Eric Chavez.

The bats broke open for both teams in game four.  The Highlanders jumped out to a 6-0 lead before Roger Clemens wore down in the 7th and 8th, allowing seven runs to make the game close at 10-8.  The Gamblers took a 5-3 lead in game five, but Rodrigo Lopez gave up nine unanswered runs, including eight in the 7th to allow the Highlanders to win 12-5 to take a 4-1 lead.

Tim Hudson came back to pitch game six, and won it 5-4, a 2-run single by Reggie Sanders proving to be the winning blow.  Things got ugly in games seven and eight though, as the Gamblers came roaring back to win 6-0 and 14-4.  The good guys got their stroke back in game nine, and cruised to a 6-0 lead before a coupel of late runs made it 6-2.  The Highlanders took the series 6-3, and now stand 74-61 on the season.  A good series, considering we were outscored, hit .230, and had a 4.97 ERA!

Taking a look at the reasons for the Highlanders run this year shows that Tim Hudson is the leader of the pitching staff.  After starting 1-6, he's rebounded to go 16-4 for an over all 17-10 record, with 6 starts to go.  The pen has been as strong as expected, led by Shigetoshi Hasegawa (5-2, 2.73 ERA, 20 saves), Rafael Soriano (4-7, 3.40 ERA, 4 saves), Ugueth Urbina (3-0, 2.15 ERA, 5 saves), and Ray King (2-1, 2.59 ERA).

The damage on offense has been spread around, with four hitters over 25 home runs already, with All-Star game MVP Vernon Wells leading the charge (.292, 31 HR, 97 RS, 115 RBI).  Miguel Tejada has 50 doubles and a .287 average in his finest season so far, and Gary Sheffield has 98 runs scored and 29 HR despite never getting fully on track so far.  Rafael Palmeiro has taken more of a secondary role, hitting .238 with 28 HR and 82 RBI, as have Ivan Rodriguez (.275, 43 2b, 11 HR, 68 RS, 68 RBI) and Reggie Sanders (22 HR in 359 AB).
